Sachidananda Mohanty, Vice-Chancellor on behalf of 

the Central University of Orissa. The 430 acres of land 

at Sunabeda allotted to the University on 2009 by the 

Govt. of Odisha has been registered on 24 May, 2016 

at Sub-Registrar Office, Patangi, Koraput after seven 

years of the university’s establishment.

The tireless effort was made by the 

Vice-Chancellor, Prof. S.Mohanty to request MHRD and State Government authority on exemption of cess, 

lease rent and other fee of the land allotted to the University. Considering the request of the University 

and the Secretary, MHRD the Govt. of Odisha exempted premium, rent, cess, incidental charges and 

arrears of 138 crores.
